Cooking Guidelines

Take care when frying as the oil and fat heat up very quickly,
particularly if you're using Power Boost. At extremely high temperatures
oil and fat will ignite spontaneously and this presents a serious fire risk.
Cooking Tips
* When food comes to the boil, reduce the temperature setting.
¢ Using a lid will reduce cooking times and save energy by retaining the heat.
¢ Minimise the amount of liquid or fat to reduce cooking times.

Drizzle a small amount of oil into the
hot pan and then lower the meat onto the hot pan.

Turn the steak only once during cooking. The exact cooking time will depend
on the thickness of the steak and how cooked you want it. Times may vary
from about 2 - 8 minutes per side. Press the steak to gauge how cooked it
is — the firmer it feels the more ‘well done’ it will be.
